W CONTESTANT APPLICATION AND GUIDELINES

The Miss Olustee Pageant is a scholarship pageant program designed to support the young women from the
Olustee communities of Baker, Columbia, Gilchrest, Hamilton, Suwannee & Union. Please see the application and
guidelines for becoming a contestant in this annual event.

The pageant will be held Saturday, February 8 2025, at Wesley Memorial Methodist Church at 1275 SW McFarlane
Ave, Lake City FL 32025 (besides Summers Elementary). The deadline for entry is January 24, 2025. Orientation
meeting will be held January 13, 2025, at Wesley Memorial, ages 3mos-10 years from 5:30-6:30 pm and the 11
years old to 22 years old will be 6:30-7:30pm. Dress rehearsal is MANDATORY and will be held Thursday, February
6, 2025, at the Wesley Memorial Church at 6pm.

Again, the deadline for entry will be January 24™. No late entries will be accepted. The checklist below also has
the date of when everything is due. This year we will be doing a presale ticket contest, but all contestants are
required to sell 5 presale tickets. To be entered into the contest, you must sell a minimum of 10 tickets and the
contestant with the most ticket sales will win half the amount of their ticket sales. There will be a winner for the
morning & evening pageant session. This is not counted toward your final tally towards the crown.

3. Write in 500 words or less what you feel is critical for the judges to know about you as a young
lady, a student, a daughter and even an employee as some entering will have employment
status. This is also your time to tell how, if won, this title can be used in your community.

4. Atthe bottom of the page, type a signature/date line. Once you have printed the document, you
must sign and date it. In doing so, you are attesting to the authenticity of your essay.
